7 Provides consolidated, tested, recommended set of service for z/OS or OS5/390, and key
subsystems like DB2

+Use latest quarterly Revised Service Update (RSU) as the starting point to establish a new
DBZ2 code level

-Customer responsibility to still test and stabilize in their
environment




Old COBOL

-DB2 V8 is supported by COBOL V2.2, Enterprise COBOL V3.2, V3.3 or later
=An existing COBOL |l load module running in a LE environment will still work

=Must relink all COBOL Il load modules to run in a LE environment if they currently
do not do so
-Understand the options
+Compiler and Run-Time Migration Guide (key resource)
+No OS/VS COBOL or VS. COBOL Il compiles
+Run Old COBOL modules under LE
-Set strategy & plan

rUsing V7 precompiler (no V8 functions in the source) and then bind in V8 would be
fine

+Using V8 precompiler with NEWFUN(NO) will not work since the x’hhhhhh' string
assignment is not acceptable by the older COBOL compilers

+Even if DB2 V8 can "tolerate" old COBOL, CICS TS 2.3 and 3.1 will not

-Plan to migrate as one day Old COBOL will not work
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
